Silent Angels reserves the right to limit the number of animals at the shelter.  Decisions concerning admission to the shelter will be based on State of Kansas regulations concerning care of shelter animals, and available resources to provide for the care, comfort, and well-being of the animals.  
Silent Angels also reserves the right to refuse admission of any animal, and no animal will be admitted with known human or animal aggression issues.  
Further guidelines:
1. There will be no minimum number of small dogs housed at the shelter, but there will be a maximum number of six (6) small dogs housed at one time.  No medium- or large-size dogs will be admitted to the shelter, with the exception of dogs returned that have been previously adopted.  Current medium- and large-size dogs residing at the shelter will remain until they are adopted or suitable shelters are found for them elsewhere.

2.   A small dog shall be defined as weighing under 20 pounds.

3.   The drop-off fee for spayed/neutered small dogs will be $100.  The drop-off fee for unaltered
       dogs will be $200.  All dogs coming into the shelter must have documentation of these
       vaccinations:  rabies, DHLPP, and bordatella (kennel cough). 

4. The adoption fee for any size dog will be $100.  The adoption fee includes spay/neuter, 
       up-to-date vaccinations, and de-worming.  There will be no adoption fee for senior dogs,

       age 10 and above.
5. There will be no minimum number of cats housed at the shelter.  No more cats will be admitted to the shelter, with the exception of cats returned that have been previously adopted.

6. The adoption fee for cats will be $25.  The adoption fee includes spay/neuter, up-to-date vaccinations, and de-worming.

7. Dogs and cats adopted out-of-state will require out-of-state health papers, for which an additional fee of $25 will be charged.   Transportation costs and arrangements are the responsibility of the adopter.
8. State of Kansas regulations require that a proper application be on file for each animal adopted.  All adopters must submit a completed application, with two references (required).
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
