I didn’t know what it was, but it was leather, and it was on the floor. I was just playing. You forgot to get puppy toys. Would I still be at home if I had been housebroken? Rubbing my nose in what I did only made me ashamed that I had to go at all. There are books and obedience teachers that would have taught you how to teach me to go to the door. Would I still be at home if I hadn’t brought fleas into the house? Without anti-flea medicine, I couldn’t get them off of me after you left me in the yard for days. Would I still be at home if I hadn’t barked? I was only saying, ‘I’m scared, I’m lonely, I’m here, I’m here! I want to be your best friend.’ Would I still be at home if I had made you happy? Hitting me didn’t make me learn how. Would I still be at home if you had taken the time to care for me and to teach manners to me? You didn’t pay attention to me after the first week or so, but I spent all my time waiting for you to love me. I died today.”

PET WILLS AND TRUSTS…Part 1 of 3 

People who share their lives with animals often agonize over their care, but it’s likely that not many owner/guardians think about what will happen to their pets after they’re gone. Even if old age isn’t a concern for you, accidents or illnesses can take you away unexpectedly from your beloved companion.  What will happen to him?  If you are lucky, a family member or friend will care for your pet.  But she might end up at a shelter or euthanized.  This can happen because your pet is considered personal property and goes to whoever gets items that aren’t left to someone specific.   To keep

your beloved companion safe, plan for his care after you are gone.
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Your will can specify who inherits your cat or dog, as well as include money for his care.  However, your will cannot force that person to care for your pet.  He or she could keep the money and put your companion in a shelter.  Before leaving your pet to someone, talk to the person and make sure he or she knows and likes your pet, understands any health or behavioral problems he might have, and is willing to provide for him a home life.  Designate a backup person in case the original person is unavailable if and when the time comes.
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When leaving your pet to someone in your will, you can work with an estate planning attorney, or use a standard will.  ItsMyLife.com offers a will that’s legally binding in many states (double check regarding your state), and includes pet provisions.  The site also offers   tips in preparing informative guidelines for caregivers. There is a charge for this online service.  You may want to consult your attorney anyway.  Just don’t put it off.  We will discuss this subject further.
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                               DONATIONS are deeply appreciated any time of year.  But at this time of year we are hopeful that we can get caught up so that we don’t have to go into the new year in debt!  Silent Angels is a not-for-profit institution, and is that ever an understatement!
